PASTORÕS REFLECTIONS 
 
My Dear Friends in Christ: 
 At our recent Haiti Outreach Committee, John 
Bouley, parishioner and a member of the Haitian Ministries 
Board, spoke to us of the conditions he found in Haiti on a 
recent 9-day trip. Traveling was very slow and congested 
because of rubble in the streets. There is still a lot of work to 
be done. He was able to spend the weekend at St. Pierre 
Parish in Ganthier and slept in a tent outside in the 
courtyard. Although the rectory is used during the day, the 
people are still afraid of sleeping indoors. Sunday Mass was 
celebrated inside the church, and the photos John took show 
the repairs that were made to the many cracks from the 
earthquake on January 12th. St. Pierre School is open and the 
plan is to continue classes in the summer with a short break 
before resuming in the fall. St. Matthew Parish is committed 
to continue to pay the teachersÕ salary. In talking with Father 
Emmanuel and Ketley, the school director, John came home 
with a list of school supplies that they have a great need for. 
We are going to begin collecting these items and ship them 
down as soon as we can. The list of items are: pencils, pens, 
erasers, rulers, & small blue composition books. I am sure 
small pencil sharpeners would also come in handy. If you 
want to see a sample of the type of composition booklets, 
there is one attached to our Haiti bulletin board in the parish 
hall. A large blue barrel will be placed near this bulletin 
board to collect these items. We will be working with Father 
Emmanuel in helping to pay for some repairs to his truck, to 
help in a feeding program which he has started, and other 
needs. If you would like to support this effort, we would 
gratefully receive any donations to: St. Matthew Haiti 
Fund.
